� Kitchen Supplies--Pots & pans, silverware, dishes, can opener, beds, lamps, kitchen utensils, hand 

towels, dish drainers, laundry containers, mixing & serving bowls, cups/glasses, small bowls, pot hold-
ers, etc. 

� Home Furnishings/Supplies--Lamps, pillows, blankets, sheets, wash cloths, towels, toilet paper, paper 
towels, handi-wipes
